	STEP 1 – FUNCTIONAL TRIMMING

	WAVE-ExSEL Impact on teaching & learning

	- assess claws to identify need for trimming, remove buckle if present
- accurately measure ~ 3” on medial claw in need of trimming
- cut off extra toe length perpendicular to sole (min. ¼” depth at toe)
- spare the medial claw heel to achieve 52 degrees
- trim sole flat and in correct plane at 90 degree angle to leg

- trim solar horn at toe to same minimum ¼” depth as medial claw
- heel of lateral claw trimmed so balanced  w/ medial claw

	STEP 3 – FUNCTIONAL TRIMMING

	- respect toe triangle, do not remove axial wall of either claw

- shape/model axial solar areas of both claws so they slope toward the  
  interdigital space – medial needs less modeling (1/3), lateral (2/3)
-equalize flat weight bearing surface between the claws

         - modeling lateral claw takes pressure off typical site

         - axial walls important to overall weight bearing function

	STEP 4 – CORRECTIVE or THERAPEUTIC TRIMMING –Lateral Claw

	- save and respect toe triangle

- if lateral claw lesioned, lower diseased claw towards heel (partial rest)
- if partial rest not possible (as with severe lesions), claw may require 
  complete rest by application of orthopedic block to sound medial claw

         - resting claw reduces load to posterior portion of lateral claw,
            transferring more weight to medial claw and toe area of lateral claw

	STEP 5 – CORRECTIVE or THERAPEUTIC TRIMMING-Loose Horn

	- medial claw: only remove loose horn in rear heel area (spare the heel)

- lateral claw: remove all loose or unhealthy horn – save, respect toe triangle

- thin and taper (smooth out) all hard edges around lesions

       - removal of loose horn minimizes surface area for bacterial infestation
